Medicare Coverage Options

Medicare eligible beneficiaries can receive their Medicare health care coverage in original Medicare which includes Parts A & B or in a Medicare Advantage Plan (Part C) which also includes Parts A & B and can be an HMO, PFFS, PPO, or MSA.  Beneficiaries can receive their Medicare prescription coverage (Part D) in a stand-alone Medicare Prescription Drug Plan (PDP) or in a Medicare Advantage Prescription Drug Plan (MAPDP).

	Part A – Hospital Insurance 

Major gap under A is hospital deductible of $1,068 in 2009
	Part A – Hospital Insurance

Provides all the coverage a beneficiary is entitled to under Medicare 

Member does not have $1,068 deductible but will have hospital co-pay days
	If on original Medicare, beneficiary can enroll in a stand-alone Part D plan to obtain their Medicare Prescription Drug Program coverage

If on a Medicare Advantage plan, beneficiary can only obtain their Medicare Prescription Drug Program coverage in a Part D plan offered within their Medicare Advantage plan.  If in PFFS and no prescription drug coverage is offered, the beneficiary may join a stand-alone PDP. 

	Part B – Medical Insurance

Major gap under B – beneficiary is responsible for 20% of Medicare’s approved amount for services provided after annual deductible of $135 in 2009
	Part B – Medical Insurance

Provides all the coverage a beneficiary is entitled to under Medicare.  (May offer additional benefits like preventive care, eye glasses, some dental)

Member not responsible for 20% co-insurance but will have co-pays for services provided/office visits
