Two New Standardized Medigap Policies
Policy K Benefits:

1. Full coverage for Medicare Part A hospital co‑payments for days 61‑150

2. Covers half of the Medicare Part A hospital deductible per "spell of illness"
3. Full coverage for 365 extra lifetime days of care in a hospital that meet Medicare hospital coverage criteria

4. Covers half of the Medicare Part B twenty (20) percent coinsurance 

5. Covers half of the Medicare Part A skilled nursing facility (SNF) coinsurance for days 21‑100 per "spell of illness".

6. Full coverage of cost‑sharing (both deductible and coinsurance amounts) for Medicare‑covered preventive benefits

7. Caps annual on out‑of‑pocket expenditures for Medicare Parts A and B deductibles, co‑payments and coinsurance: Full coverage of all Medicare Parts A and B deductible, co‑payment and coinsurance amounts after the beneficiary has paid $4,000 (in 2006) out‑of‑pocket in Medicare Parts A and B deductible, co‑payment and coinsurance.

NOTE: Policy K does not provide any coverage for the Medicare Part B annual deductible

Policy L Benefits:

1. Full coverage for Medicare Part A hospital co‑payments for days 61‑150

2. Covers three-quarters of the Medicare Part A hospital deductible per "spell of illness"
3. Full coverage for 365 extra lifetime days of care in a hospital that meet Medicare hospital coverage criteria

4. Covers three-quarters of the Medicare Part B twenty (20) percent coinsurance 

5. Covers three-quarters of the Medicare Part A skilled nursing facility (SNF) coinsurance for days 21‑100 per "spell of illness"
6. Full coverage of cost‑sharing (both deductible and coinsurance amounts) for Medicare‑covered preventive benefits

7. Caps annual out‑of‑pocket expenditures for Medicare Parts A and B deductibles, co‑payments and coinsurance: Full coverage of all Medicare Parts A and B deductible, co‑payment and coinsurance amounts after the beneficiary has paid $2,000 (in 2006) out‑of‑pocket in Medicare Parts A and B deductible, co‑payment and coinsurance.
